AN ORDINANCE TO ADD SECTION 12B.7.C, SUBURBAN DISTRCIT, OF THE
SANDY SPRINGS ZONING ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Sandy Springs find that from time to time it is
necessary to amend sections of the Code to correct, clarify, and update the provisions of the Ordinance;
and

WHEREAS, the City Council has had a demonstrated concern regarding the increased interest and
development of automotive uses along the Roswell Road corridor, especially in the northern portion of
the City of Sandy Springs: and

WHEREAS, the City Council has begun reviewing existing design standards and uses associated with
the Sandy Springs Overlay Districts, which provide development and design standards for properties
located within the City’s main commercial corridors: and

WHEREAS, additional time is needed to execute a complete revision to Article 12B. Sandy Springs
Overlay District, addressing design standards and provisions related to automotive uses.

NOW, THEREFORE, to accomplish the foregoing, the City Council of the City of Sandy Springs,
Georgia, pursuant to their authority, do hereby adopt the following Ordinance:

I

Section 12B.7.C. Suburban District, of the Sandy Springs Zoning Ordinance is hereby added and shall
read as follows:

G Suburban District
The following uses shall be prohibited from the Suburban District of the Sandy
Springs Overlay District on Roswell Road, north of the intersection of Roswell

Road and Dalrymple Road:

a. Automotive Garage

b. Automobile & Light Truck Sales/Leasing
(o Automotive Specialty Shops

2.

All ordinances, parts of ordinances, or regulations in conflict herewith are repealed.
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3.
Severability. Should any court of competent jurisdiction declare any section of this Ordinance invalid or
unconstitutional, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any part
thereof, which is not specifically declared to be invalid or unconstitutional.

4,
Repeal of Conflicting Provisions. It is the intention of the Mayor and City Council, and it is hereby
ordained that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of

Ordinances, City of Sandy Springs, Georgia and the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered to
accomplish such intention.

This Ordinance is effective December 17, 2013.
