SSPD 
North District  
Crime: 

 The Unit reported one burglary, eight entering autos, two thefts, and two vehicle thefts.  
o The burglary showed signs of forced entry, and the home was ransacked; however, nothing was taken.  
o Five of the ten entering autos took place on the same night. The other five entering autos took place on the same night, several 

days after the others, with those cars parked at a bar/restaurant. 
o Two thefts from vehicles were reported. A male stole a package from a parked FedEx truck. A gun was taken from a vehicle left 

at a repair shop.

Crime: 

 The Unit reported eight entering auto/larcenies, one burglary, and two robberies.   
o The entering autos occurred at commercial and residential locations. Many of the vehicles were unlocked. Two of the incidents 

involved stolen landscaping equipment.  
o The burglary occurred in a residential neighborhood. A family member checking the house for the residents who were on 

vacation discovered the break-in. Jewelry and other items were stolen.  
o A person was robbed at gunpoint as he returned to his apartment complex after shopping. In a separate case, the victim had her 

purse snatched while in a parking deck. Her car keys were in the purse, and the offender located the victim’s vehicle using the 
vehicle to escape. The vehicle was tracked with GPS to Clayton County where the offender was arrested by Clayton County 
deputies and turned over to SSPD.     

 
Street Crimes Unit (SCU) 

 The Unit reported four felony arrests, three misdemeanor arrests, and six city arrests. The unit conducted 43 traffic stops, issued 14 
traffic citations, located three wanted persons, and made five field contacts. The Unit investigated nine suspicious persons, conducted 
two vehicle searches, and worked three drug complaints. The Unit seized 68g marijuana, 15g methamphetamine, and 4g MDMA.   

       

 The Unit is conducting extra patrols in known hot spots for entering auto hot spots along Roswell Road and Peachtree Dunwoody Road.   
      

Traffic 

 The Unit reported seven misdemeanor arrests, conducted 75 traffic stops, and issued 110 citations. The Unit investigated two suspicious 
person/vehicles, worked 18 traffic complaints, issued one search warrant, and cleared four cases.

 Incidents 
o Wanted Person Located/Arrest – Roswell Road & Mt Vernon:  During a traffic stop, the driver was determined to be a wanted 

person and was arrested.  
o Larceny – 5000 block Roswell road:  The victim was eating lunch at a restaurant when an unknown person took tools from the 

victim’s Dodge Ram truck, which was parked in the parking lot.  
   
Criminal Investigations Division 

 Person Hit by Auto/Aggravated Assault/Homicide: River Valley Rd -  An arrest was made for Aggravated Assault and Felony Murder.    

 Disorderly Conduct: Concourse Pkwy - Staff at the Concourse Gym reported that members saw a male suspect (who is also a member) 
acting erratically, going in and out the female locker rooms. Staff members responded, but they were not able to find the male and did 
not witness the incident. The investigation continues. 

 Assault: Barfield Rd - Hotel staff called 911 to report a possible domestic dispute. The victim stated that she and the suspect got into an 
argument, and the suspect head butted her. The victim refused to cooperate and stated she did not wish to press charges. The suspect 
and victim are from Washington State. The victim will not return the detective’s phone calls or text messages.  

 Fraud: New Northside Dr. - Detectives were assigned to investigate a fraud December of 2018.  Over a 4-year period approximately 
$125,000.00 was taken from the victim.  This information was recently prepared and readied to be sent to the Fulton County White 
Collar Division for prosecution.  

 Fraud: Dalrymple Rd - The tenant gave the landlord a fake cashier`s check for $2,730.65. The case remains active. 

 Fraud: 7360 Roswell Rd - The reporting party advised that he was notified by the victim of an unknown suspect(s) using his identity to 
attempt to purchase a used car from the business. Case remains active.   

 Burglary: Ridgemere Trace - A unknown person(s) forced entry into a basement window. There was no alarm or video. A wall safe was 
opened, and jewelry, a handgun and ammunition were taken. Tools and a flashlight were collected for possible prints.  

 Burglary: Madera Court - An unknown person(s) entered the unlocked garage and took tools to force entry into the home. The home 
was ransacked, but nothing appeared to have been taken. Two latent prints were lifted, and two tools that were used were collected for 
print analysis. There was no alarm in the home, and there was no video obtained.  

 Criminal Trespass: Green Pine Dr. - A male was captured on a security camera entering an unlocked and open garage. Motion detection 
lights scared off the suspect. Nothing was taken. A warrant was obtained for Loitering and Prowling.  

 Sexual Assault: Roswell Rd – A suspect was arrested on two Felonies and two misdemeanor charges.  The suspect, a masseur, is accused 
of sexually assaulting the victim during a massage. The victim was able to pick the accused out of a photo line-up  

Volunteers 

 The Citizens on Patrol Unit worked 283 hours and conducted 24 shifts this past week. 

 They conducted 14 house checks and issued 18 handicap-parking citations, covering 893 patrol miles. 



 

 

 They handled six Private Property accidents and distributed SR13 forms.

SSFD 
Operations: 

 Units responded to 284 calls: Two Fires, 79 EMS calls, 24 Service Calls, 146 Good Intent Calls, and 23 False Alarms. 

 Units responded to reports of a structure fire in the 600 block of Towergate Place. Upon arrival, the crew found nothing showing 
with the caller stating that the fire was out. The resident was cooking in the oven when the item caught on fire and started smoking. 
The resident poured salt on the flames, which extinguished the fire. Personnel checked the kitchen area using thermal imaging 
camera with no extension found.  Crewmembers isolated power to the stove at the breaker box and ventilated the structure using a 
positive pressure fan until the smoke was cleared from the structure.   

 Units responded to reports of a structure fire in the 6900 block of Roswell Road.  The crew arrived on scene to a three-story town 
home with smoke showing. Personnel pulled a 1.75” quarter line to the front door for offensive attack.  The crew made entry and 
found a fully involved fire on the second floor in the kitchen. Crewmembers successfully extinguished the fire.  Personnel checked 
for trapped victims and no one was found. The crew checked for extension and extinguished a fire that had extended into the shared 
wall between two units. 

 The Fire Marshal attended the IAFC Fire Rescue International Conference completing the first phase of the Executive Chief Officer 
training. 

Inspections: 

 There were 124 inspections conducted with 44 violations cited.

 SSFD personnel conducted MARTA Armour Yard training exercises. 
EMS Training: 

 Six SSFD Fire Corps members successfully completed the National Registry of EMTs practical exam.   

 SSFD personnel continued with cardiac monitor refresher training.

Special Projects: 

 Rebuilding Fire Station #2 
o Twelve firms responded to an RFQ for Architectural Design Services to rebuild Fire Station 2. A recommendation is expected 

to come before the City Council in late September.  The project is part of the FY20 budget.  
o A demolition survey was completed, and the station building is expected to come down in October 2019.

 70 Seville Chase (Design) –  Contractor is looking at alternatives to resolve a downstream head wall conflict with sewer line. Easement 
agreement access acquisition from affected property owners to start in late 2019.

Project start date is late August – 
early September 2019.

 385 Amberidge Trail – Landscape restoration, CCTV and compaction documentation remain.

review.
