Guidelines

These guidelines should be followed by any individual or company interested in professional
photography on public parks in the City of Sandy Springs. The guidelines are subject
to change and may be enforced as conditions of the permit.

1. Park Rules/Park Ordinances: All activities must be in compliance with the park rules and
ordinances.

2. Submit the photography permit application through the Recreation & Parks Department.

3. If park parking lot areas are to be blocked or fraffic disrupted in any manner, police officers
must be scheduled. This arrangement can be made by the photographer through the Sandy
Springs Police Department at 7840 Roswell Rd, Suite 300, Sandy Springs, GA 30350.

4. Photographer shall have a copy of the permit on site at all times.

5. Upon completion of work, all materials and debiris shall be entirely removed. Any costs for
clean- up by the City will be charged to the permit holder.

Fees

Fees for commercial use during regular park hours are as follows (includes equipment set-up

and take down):

o Still photography: $50/2hrs or less
o Sfill photography: $100/full day
e Fees may apply for special requests and exceptions
