Street Crimes Unit (SCU) 
 The Unit reported one felony arrest, six misdemeanor arrests, and two city ordinance arrests. The Unit conducted 40 traffic stops, issued 

31 traffic citations, and located three wanted persons.

 The Unit reported four misdemeanor arrests and three city ordinance arrests. The Unit conducted 53 traffic stops, issued 88 citations, 

and spent 22 hours working traffic complaints. Two arrest warrants were issued and eight cases cleared.

 The Unit reported 13 traffic stops and issued 22 citations.  The Unit conducted two vehicle impounds, worked eight crash calls, provided 
six patrol assists, and changed one flat tire.

investigated three suspicious persons/vehicles, conducted 16 K-9 searches (things), and 16 K-9 deployments.

SSFD 
OPERATIONS 

 Responded to 270 calls: Three Fires, 101 EMS, 30 Service, 97 Good Intent, 26 False Alarms 
 SSFD provided Tactical Medical support for the North Metro SWAT team for a high risk warrant 
 Units responded to reports of a structure fire in the 5000 block of Spalding Drive. Crews encountered multiple downed trees and power 

lines in route to the location. Upon arrival, personnel found a 2-story residential structure on a basement with a small fire at the corner 
of the residence. A tree down on power lines in front of the residence gave limited access to the structure. The power line to the 
residence was involved, as well as gas from the exterior gas meter. Flames were traveling up the side of the structure, and a small 
amount of gas was flowing, exacerbating the flames. Due to the electrical nature of the fire, the crew used two carbon dioxide 
extinguishers on the telephone box, wiring, and flames around the gas meter. Personnel shut down the flow of gas on the meter after a 
quick knock down of the fire. Georgia Power arrived on scene and advised that the wires were no longer charged. Personnel checked the 
burned area for excess temperatures prior to departure with none found.  

 Units responded to reports of a tree on a vehicle with the driver entrapped in the 3700 block of Spalding Drive. Upon arrival, the crew 
found a large tree had fallen across the roof of the vehicle, pinning the driver’s hand to the steering wheel and pushing the roof down on 
top of the driver. Multiple power lines were down around the vehicle, and the crew requested assistance from Georgia Power. Once 
Georgia Power secured the power, personnel assisted with cutting a pathway to the vehicle using a chain saw, and set up cribbing and 
the multi-force air bag to lift the tree. The multi-force airbag was able to lift the tree branch that was pinning the driver's hand to the 
steering wheel.   The crew used the electric cutter and spreaders to remove the driver door. The driver advised that he could slide out of 
his seat feet first and out of the vehicle. Once the driver left the vehicle, American Medical Response handled patient care.  



 Units responded to reports of a structure fire in the 700 block of Brandywine Circle. The crew arrived on scene of a 3-story town home 
with smoke showing from the third story window. The crew pulled a 1.75" hand line into the structure and extinguished the fire.  
Personnel put out hot spots and checked for fire extension into the attic and walls of the room with none found.
