OPERATIONS 

 Responded to 267 calls: Three Fires, 86 EMS, 23 Service, 121 Good Intent, 27 False Alarms 

 Units responded to reports of a structure fire in the 100 block of Northwood Drive. Upon arrival, the crew entered a multi-dwelling 

apartment to find heavy smoke coming from the first floor. The crew pulled a 1.75” line and entered the affected unit to find fire rolling 

out into a hallway from the kitchen. Personnel controlled the fire and conducted primary search for occupants with no one found. The 

crew overhauled the kitchen and ventilated the apartment with a positive pressure fan.  

 Units responded to reports of a vehicle fire on GA-400 southbound by I-285 eastbound. Upon arrival, the crew deployed a 1.75” hand 

line to extinguish the fire.  

 Units responded to a carbon monoxide (CO) alarm in the 1300 block of Summit Springs Drive. Upon arrival, the crew found CO levels at 

42-44 ppm throughout the residence. Personnel noted a strong smell of recent smoking in the residence. The crew secured the gas to 

the furnace and ventilated the residence with a positive pressure fan. Crewmembers rechecked the unit and found levels at 0 - 4 ppm 

throughout the residence. The resident reported no symptoms. Crew advised the resident to notify maintenance of a carbon monoxide 

event and that the gas was shut off to the furnace.

 TS-166 Spalding Drive Widening Project - Winters Chapel Road to Holcomb Bridge Road: Georgia Power Company installed new poles to 
relocate facilities.  The construction contractor (administered by Gwinnett County) is advancing new roadway and bridge construction 
with bridge foundation work currently underway. 

 TS-167 Brandon Mill Sidewalk from Marsh Creek to Lost Forest:  Wall shoring installation currently is underway. 

 TS-169 Dunwoody Club Drive Sidewalk from Spalding Drive to Fenimore Circle:  Right-of-way acquisition is underway with construction 
planned for late 2020. Advance utility relocations to begin fall 2020. 

 TS-170 Interstate North Parkway Multi-use Path (Northside Drive to the Chattahoochee River Bridge):  Right-of-way acquisition is 
underway. Advance utility relocations to begin fall 2020.    

 TS-171 Roberts Drive Sidewalk from Northridge Road to Davis Academy: Right-of-way acquisition is nearing completion; utility 
relocations are underway with construction planned for late this year.  

 TS-172 Brandon Mill Road Sidewalk (Lost Forrest Drive to Brandon Ridge Drive): This segment will complete a sidewalk connection for 
the length of Brandon Mill Road from Dalrymple Rd to Abernathy. Design is underway.   

 TS-191 Mt. Vernon at Johnson Ferry Improvements:  Staff is coordinating with Georgia Power Company to advance plans for the 
relocation of transmission poles at Mt. Vernon and Roswell Road and undergrounding of aerial utility services in the area from Roswell 
Road to Hilderbrand on both Johnson Ferry and Mt. Vernon Highway.   

  
CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (CIP) 

 T-0019 MARTA Grant Roswell Road Streetscapes (East Side - City Limit to I 285. West Side - City Limit to Long Island): A Request for 
Qualifications for a design consultant to perform design work, right-of-way acquisition efforts and utility coordination is currently 
advertised. Design work is expected to begin late 2020. 

 T-0033-7 CDBG Sidewalks Roswell Road Streetscape from I-285 to Long Island:  Sidewalk construction is advancing well with work 
underway north of the intersection of West Belle Isle Dr. and Roswell Road.     

o Phase 2 of the project from Stewart Drive to I-285 is currently in right-of-way acquisition and utility coordination.    

 T-35 Roswell Road Bicycle/Pedestrian Bridge over Chattahoochee River: This project is being delivered through cooperation with the City 
of Roswell and the Georgia Department of Transportation. The City of Roswell is preparing to advertise for a virtual Public Hearing Open 
House for the project.    

 T-0043 Glenridge Drive @ Roswell Road Intersection Realignment: Project administered by the Georgia Department of Transportation 
(GDOT). Traffic is now relocated to the new intersection alignment while construction continues on roadway and road shoulder 
improvements.   



 T-60 SR 400 Multi-Use Path:  The Programmatic Categorical Exclusion Environmental Document and the Location and Design Report 
were approved by the Georgia Department of Transportation on August 14, 2020. 

 T-0062-2 Trail between Mt. Vernon Hwy and Hilderbrand:  Construction is nearing completion with the contractor constructing 
decorative columns, screening fence and landscaping.   

 T-62-4 Mt. Vernon Hwy Sidewalk (Blue Stone Rd. to Sandy Springs Circle): The contractor was selected to construct this short segment of 
sidewalk with construction planned to begin this month. 

 T-0064 Peachtree Dunwoody at Telford Roadway Improvements Project:  Right-of-way acquisitions and utility coordination are 
underway. Construction is planned to begin late 2020.  

 T-0069 Peachtree Dunwoody at Windsor Parkway Intersection Project:  This project provides safety and operational improvements at 
the existing intersection. Right-of-way acquisitions and utility coordination are underway. Construction is planned for early 2021.  

 CC-0010 Sandy Springs Circle Streetscape Hammond to Mt. Vernon Hwy:  Utility contractor relocation work is underway. Storm drainage 
installation is underway.  Lane closures are in use along Sandy Springs Circle.

STORMWATER 

 There are 54 identified projects: Three in design, eight in contract development, five in easement acquisition, two in technical review, 16 
in scope development, and the remaining pending final invoice or inspection. 

 Nine new stormwater work requests were received. 

 5280 North Powers Ferry (Design and Construction) – Phase I includes removing pipes from stream and restoring stream bank.  
Construction progressing as planned.  Phase II includes replacement of a pipe and removing silt from the Cross Roads Manor pond. 
Clearing and grubbing ongoing.       

 70 Seville Chase (Construction) – Pipes and structures will be lined or replaced. Utility coordination underway with Fulton County to 
replace degraded sewer line in conjunction with construction.  Awaiting Fulton County’s schedule for sewer line replacement. 

 5758 Riverside Drive (Design) The design project will correct a roadway flooding issue and embankment stabilization problem.  Working 
remaining easement with property owner.  

 435 Pine Forest Road – Potential FEMA funding opportunities for hazard mitigation assistance grants are under investigation. Phase II 
plans are under study.   

 4878 Long Island Drive (Design) – Project consultant prepared plans to replace a deteriorating end wall along Long Island Drive just 
outside the right-of-way.  Awaiting signing of easement documents. 

 821 Tanglewood/4825 Jett Road (Design) – A pipe will be replaced under the road. Working remaining easements.   

 100 Inland Drive – Construction substantially completed.  Compaction re-testing scheduled. 

 4934 Peachtree Dunwoody Road – Site restoration is nearly completed.     

 7265 Treeridge Court – A junction box will be replaced and a sinkhole filled.  Drainage easement signed. Bid package is prepared.
