ITEM: Approval for the Mayor to sign the List of Roadways for submittal to GDOT 
 
 
Public Works Department’s Recommendation: 
 
Staff recommends that the City Council grant approval for the Mayor to sign the List of Roadways for 
submittal to GDOT.      
   
Background: 
 
The City regularly requests that GDOT consider modifications to the List of Roadways, which is the 
repository for all the roads in the State that have been approved for radar speed enforcement. 
GDOT considers the City’s requests and returns a list that they are willing to send to the Department 
of Public Safety for inclusion on the master radar permit. This list must be signed by the Mayor prior 
to GDOT sending it to DPS. 
 
Discussion: 
 
The City requested that GDOT consider several modifications to the List of Roadways for the City of 
Sandy Springs. Attached is the proposed List of Roads (List Number 11-2010-01) approved by 
GDOT that the Council needs to authorize the Mayor to sign. A spreadsheet has been included 
showing only the modifications that are new in this list, along with a description of the change.  
 
Alternatives: 
 
The City can choose not to update the speed limits. Should they decide to not approve these 
changes, none of the proposed changes will be enforceable by radar. 
 
Financial Impact: 
 
If the City chooses to adopt the ordinance, nineteen roads and one school zone include a 
modification to or establishment of the speed limit. Many of these are already posted at the 
proposed speed. Staff anticipates no more than a dozen new sign installations will be needed to 
accommodate the proposed changes. This will cost the City at most $1,200 for new signs and posts. 
As an added value to the City, labor would be provided for this work through the existing contracts.

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Summary of Speed Limit Changes 
 
 

1. Ball Mill Road: Request to reduce this residential street speed limit from 30 mph to 25 
mph. 

2. Brandon Mill Road: Request that this road be added to the list at 25 mph; this roadway is 
not currently on the radar permit. 

3. Bridgewater Drive: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; this 
roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 

4. Brigham Drive: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; this 
roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 

5. Carpenter Drive: Request that this road be added to the list at 25 mph; this roadway is 
not currently on the radar permit. 

6. Chaparral Place: Request to reduce this residential street speed limit from 30 mph to 25 
mph. 

7. High Point Road: Request that this road be added to the list at 25 mph; this roadway is 
not currently on the radar permit. Speed data shows that speed limit less than 35 mph is 
appropriate. 

8. Hunters Crossing Drive: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; 
this roadway is not currently on the radar permit. In addition, a portion of this roadway 
was renamed by the City Council from Peachtree Dunwoody Road to Hunters Crossing 
Drive. This segment of Peachtree Dunwoody Road was on the permit as 25 mph. 
Combining the two road segments provides more than enough length to satisfy the 
minimum length for the radar permit. 

9. Hunters Woods Drive: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; 
this roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 

10. Hunting Creek Road: Revise the end point from Mount Vernon Road to Mount Vernon 
Highway. 

11. Jett Ferry Road: Request that the dead end portion north of Spalding Drive be reduced from 35 
mph to 30 mph. The segment between Dunwoody Club Drive and Spalding Drive to remain at 
35 mph. 

12. Jett Ferry Road: Request that the dead end portion north of Spalding Drive be reduced 
from 35 mph to 30 mph. The segment between Dunwoody Club Drive and Spalding Drive 
to remain at 35 mph. 

13. Kimbrough Court: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; this 
roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 

14. Lake Forrest Drive: Request that all the segments of Lake Forrest Drive be combined. This 
road is spelled “Forrest” after a family that lived in the area. 

15. Lake Forrest Drive: Request to establish a school speed zone for Lake Forest Elementary 
School; this school zone is not currently on the radar permit. 

16. Lake Hearn Drive: DeKalb was not properly capitalized. 
17. Lorell Terrace: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; this 

roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 
18. Meridian Mark Road: Should be listed as Meridian Mark Road rather than Meridian Mark 

Drive 
19. Morgan Falls Road: Due to the narrow nature of the road with sharp curvature, and 

construction of a new City park, we are requesting that the back portion of the road be reduced 
to 30 mph.

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20. Morgan Falls Road: Due to the narrow nature of the road with sharp curvature, and 
construction of a new City park, we are requesting that the back portion of the road be 
reduced to 30 mph. 

21. Mountain Creek Trail: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; 
this roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 

22. Northridge Crossing Drive: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 
mph; this roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 

23. Old Hickory Point: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; this 
roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 

24. Peachtree Dunwoody Road: Combine all the 35 mph segments to reflect the renaming action by 
City Council. The portion that was named West Peachtree Dunwoody Road was renamed 
Peachtree Dunwoody Road.  

25. Powers Ferry Road: Request that all the segments of Powers Ferry Road south of Mount 
Vernon Highway be combined. 

26. Powers Ferry Road: The segment north of Mount Vernon Highway that continues into Cobb 
County is missing from the most recent version of the radar permit. Please see List Number 03-
2007-01, page 7, for reference. 

27. River Trace: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; this 
roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 

28. West Peachtree Dunwoody Road: Combine all the 35 mph segments of Peachtree Dunwoody 
Road to reflect the renaming action by City Council. The portion that was named West 
Peachtree Dunwoody Road was renamed Peachtree Dunwoody Road. There is no longer a 
West Peachtree Dunwoody Road. 

29. Winding Creek Trail: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; 
this roadway is not currently on the radar permit. 

30. Wright Circle: Request that this residential road be added to the list at 25 mph; this 
roadway is not currently on the radar permit.
