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DESCRIPTION OF MEASURE 
The local government has an established drop off location for citizens to recycle electronics, rechargeable batteries and cell phones. The drop off locations can be different for each item and may occur in partnership with local businesses and nonprofits. If the locations are not permanent, the temporary drop offs must occur at least once a year. A combination of permanent drop off locations, temporary drop off locations and/or regular special events for at least two of the three items mentioned above is also acceptable. Rechargeable batteries may include batteries in cell phones, lap tops, cordless phones, digital cameras, etc.

Description of permanent drop off locations
The City of Sandy Springs contracts with Keep North Fulton Beautiful (d.b.a. Keep Sandy Springs Beautiful) to run the Sandy Springs Recycling Center.  This facility is a community drop-off center, with bins open year round, 24/7.

What is accepted:
· Aluminum Cans
· Appliances
· Batteries of all types 
· Bicycles 
· Books (donated to charity)
· Cardboard & chipboard
· Cell phones
· Clothing (donated to charity)
· Computers & Accessories 
· Electronics
· Fats, Oils, and Grease
· Fluorescent light bulbs 
· Glass bottles & jars
· Household items in good condition (donated to charity)
· Inkjet and Laser Printer cartridges
· Lawn mowers and lawn equipment
· Magazines & phone books 
· Metal items such as bookshelves, lawn furniture, fences, lamps, door handles, decorative items
· Newspaper
· Office & classroom paper
· Plastic bottles (#1 PET such as water bottles and soft drink bottles, & #2 such as milk and detergent bottles)
· Plastic grocery bags
· Scrap metal such as steel, iron, brass, copper, aluminum
· Shrink wrap and bubble wrap
· Steel cans
· Televisions 
· Shoes (donated to charity)

Description of temporary drop off locations
The City of Sandy Springs contracts with Keep North Fulton Beautiful (d.b.a. Keep Sandy Springs Beautiful) to conduct recycling events throughout the year for specific items. For example:
· Christmas tree recycling annually in January, two locations:
· Sandy Springs Recycling Center, 470 Morgan Falls Road
· The Home Depot, 6400 Peachtree-Dunwoody Road, Sandy Springs
· Electronics Drives (accepts all electronics including TV’s, computers, batteries, cell phones, stereo equipment, etc. ) 3-4 times per year, approximately quarterly.  For example:
· February of each year at St. James UMC, 4400 Peachtree-Dunwoody Road
· April of each year, for a two-week drive, at Springmont School, 5750 Long Island Drive in Sandy Springs
· At the Sandy Springs Recycling Center, 470 Morgan Falls Road, Sandy Springs (special drive with additional publicity to encourage participation)
· Document shredding events where all paper collected is shredded and recycled, approximately 3-4 times per year.  For example:
· In April at Lowes,  5925 Roswell Road, Sandy Springs
· At the Dorothy Benson Senior Activities Center 
· Special events (drives) at the recycling center to collect large bulky reusable or recyclable items such as:	
· Refrigerators, freezers, A/C units
· Lawn mowers
· Bicycles
· Scrap metal 
· Usable furniture
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
