

35. Community Gardens

The Community Garden at Lost Corner Preserve has 60 raised beds for gardeners. The City of Sandy Springs built all of the beds in a sunny location, filled them with soil, installed a deer fence, and supplies harvested water for garden use.  The natural cedar beds are 4’x8’ and filled with a mix of soils designed to promote healthy plants. Beds are renewed each year and available beds are assigned from the wait-list. Fee for a bed is currently $60 for the full year.

Friends of Lost Corner (FOLC), an all volunteer non-profit, assists the city with the community garden.  FOLC conducted the initial lottery for the beds, maintains the wait-list, assigns available beds, provides a Master Gardener, and organizes volunteer projects and programs for the gardeners. FOLC maintains a website for Lost Corner (www.friendsoflostcorner.org<http://www.friendsoflostcorner.org>) and issues frequent newsletters and bulletins. The garden is located at: 7300 Brandon Mill Rd. as a part of the Lost Corner Preserve, which is not yet open to the public.
